What should be included in the EADA report for institutions that did not hold any competitions during the 2020-2021 EADA reporting year?

Institutions should not send the EADA Report to the Help Desk or to the Department of Education, unless requested by the Department.

Providing a copy of the online survey or a link to the Department of Education’s EADA Data Tool does not fulfill the requirements for the EADA Report.  Guidelines state that you must make the EADA Report available upon request to 

students, prospective students, and the public. 

You are required to make your EADA Report available to your campus community by October 15.

The EADA Report is a document created by your institution that contains information similar to the online survey, but there are some differences.  The differences are outlined on page 2 of the EADA User’s Guide. 

What is the EADA Report?

There are two institutional responsibilities in regards to the Equity in Athletics Disclosure Act;  1.) the EADA Report and 2.) the EADA Survey.

However, institutions are still responsible for publishing a 2021 EADA Report.

Since you indicated that your institution did not have any intercollegiate varsity athletics teams compete during the reporting period (07/01/2020 to 06/30/2021) due to COVID-19, we have documented this and during the 2020-2021 EADA 

reporting year your institution is not required to complete the 2021 online EADA Survey.  (As a result, you will now not be able to access your survey using your login credentials.) 

Institutions that did not hold any competitions during the 2020-2021 EADA reporting year are not required to complete the 2021 online EADA Survey.
